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Directions
Goal:
Collect all four cards that belong together for a single bacterium:
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1. Scientific Name:                                           2. Common Name: 
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3. Mode of Transmission:                                4. Signs and Symptoms:

Setup:
1. Each group gets one full deck of Bacteria Go-Fish cards.
2. Shuffle the deck well.
3. Deal 7 cards to each player. Place the rest face-down in the center as the “pond.”
How to Play:
1. The youngest player goes first. Play continues to the left of the first player.
2.  On your turn, ask any other player for a specific card that matches one of your bacteria sets.       Example:“Do you have the Signs & Symptoms 😷 for Bordetella pertussis?”
3. If the other player has the card, they must give it to you. You may continue your turn and ask again.
4. If they don’t have it, they say: “Go-Fish!” You must draw one card from the “pond.” Your turn ends.
5. When you collect all 4 cards for a bacterium, lay the complete set face-up in front of you.
6. Play continues clockwise.
Winning the Game:
1. The game ends when all sets are completed, or when the pond is empty and no one can play.
2. The player with the most complete bacteria sets wins!
Tips:
1. Remember, you are trying to match all 4 categories for each bacterium, not just pairs!
2. Use your memory! Pay attention to what others ask for, you might get clues about what cards they hold.
3. Work quickly, speed matters!
4. Use your resources! You can use your notes and textbook.  
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
